The CWPP process focuses on collaboration by brintpigether a
diverse group of stakeholders.

CWPPs can be as simple or complex as the commuestyes but
must meet the minimum standards established bg therado
State Forest Service (CSFS).

What is a Community Wildfire Protection Plan?

A CWPP assesses issues including hazard
mitigation, wildfire response, community
preparedness, and structural ignitability through t
community risk assessment.

Areas where moderate or high hazard were predosnimighin or near
community boundaries.

Very High
Areas where there was a noticeable mix of extremiehégh hazard within
and near community boundaries.

Extreme

Areas where a large amount of extreme hazard exvsitéin or near
community boundaries.
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Why ID and Rank Communities?

Required by legislation and CSFS minimum
standards.

Raise awareness to community members.

Prioritize outreach efforts of state, county, amchl
FPDs.

Provide landscape-scale hazard summary for
localized CWPP planning efforts.

Community Dellneatlons ana Hazara

Rankings

Community hazard ranking identifies the “potential”
hazard of an area based off of expected fire behavi
ignition risk, and values across the landscape.

Does not take into account construction materials,
access, or defensible space. These factors could

affect rankings when community is given a closer
look when developing a localized CWPP.

County Lands Assessment

Why not assess each ROW?

ROWs alone generally are not wide enough alone to
create effective fuel breaks in woody fuels.

Often ROW boundaries are “fuzzy” with exact bounesiri
being clear.

Developed a broad recommendation category for
addressing ROWs during localized CWPP planning
efforts.
